Button will light up indicating the
dispense mode.
# Open the Safety Cover.
< The Start Button will flash red.
4 Press the Start Button to jog the Cutter
Blade Arm.
< Press and hold the Start Button to jog
Cutter Blade Arm continuously.
< Stop when the Cutter Blade Arm is on
its way back.
 Turn the power switch OFF
# Pull the Tape Support Bar out until it
latches in place.
# Load the tape roll and unlatch the Tape
Support Bar.
# Thread the tape under the Brake Roller,
through the slit in the Cutter Blade Arm,
and press the tape on the Turn Table.

< Actual length may vary with tape type
and condition.
# Set Cut-Piece Spacing Width knob to the desired
turn table spacing.
< Set enough space to prevent overlapping.

Dispense Modes can only be changed when the Safety Cover is in
the closed position.

® Automatic Mode (Blue Light) =2
 Press and hold Start Button until blue light is on.
® Move the Auto Sensor to the desired stop position. [
@ Press the Start Button to start dispensing.
@ When the tape blocks the Auto Sensor the
dispenser will stop.
< If the dispenser fails to stop, reposition the
Auto Sensor.
@ Removing the tape over the Auto Sensor will
restart the dispenser.

@® Semi-Automatic Mode (Pink Light)
@ Press and hold the Start Button until pink light is on. =1
@ Move the Auto Sensor to the desired stop position.
# Press the Start Button to start dispensing.
@ When the tape blocks the Auto Sensor the
dispenser will stop.
< If the dispenser fails to stop, reposition the
Auto Sensor.
 Pressing the Start Button will restart the dispenser.

# Press and hold the Start Button until red light is on.
# Press the Start Button to start Manual Mode dispensing.
@ The dispenser will stop when the selected number of
cuts has dispensed.
< Pressing the Start Button will restart the dispenser.

O Selecting Number of Manual Mode Cuts
(Preset Mode)
@ Turn Power Switch to OFF position.
@ While holding down the Start Button, turn power
switch back on.
# After a short beep, release the Start Button. The dispenser
will beep again.
< Start Button alternates between red and blue.
@ Keep pressing the Start Button to set the number of pieces desired
minus two.
< Example: pressing the Start Button 8 times will select 10 pieces.
The Maximum selected cut pieces is 15.
# After selecting number of pieces, press and hold Start Button until short
beep sounds to finish programming.
# Press the red Start Button to dispense tape manually.
< The preset number will be retained in memory until reset.

< To stop the dispensing operation prematurely, press the Start Button.

Replacing the Upper & Lower Blades

The blades are consumable, and they will eventually wear out. When this
happens, they should be replaced with new blades. The life of the blades are
determined by many factors; the tapes adhesive, material, thickness, as

well as other factors.

The blades are very sharp.
Do not touch the blades when replacing them.

® How to remove the Lower Blade

 Turn the Power Switch off and unplug
the cord.

@ Open the Safety Cover.

@ For easy removal, turn the Length
Adjustment Knob counter-clockwise
to its maximum open position.

@ Press the Lower Blade Press and raise
the Lower Blade Stopper. (D~2)

® How to replace the Lower Blade

4 Put the new Lower Blade back on the
fulcrum.

# Turn the Lower Blade until the Slider Pin
is inserted into the oval shape hole of
the Lower Blade. (®)

@ Push the Lower Blade Stopper down.
< Assure that the blades are set

properly or the machine may incur
damage.

4 Load tape and close the Safety Cover.

# After thorough use of the TDA025B, tape residue may appear on the blades
which can cause deterioration in cut quality. Remove the tape residue with
an alcohol swab or Q-tip.

@ Check the screw of Upper Blade regularly. If the screw is loose, TDA025B
may not operate properly.

# If dispensed tape has trouble sticking to the Turn Table, clean the Turn Table
with alcohol on a clean dry cloth, swab or Q-tip.
